Clothing:


All Fighters must wear a white Dogi. Sleeves must cover 





the elbows. 

Protection Equipement:
All Junior Fighters must wear a headprotector.





All female Fighters must wear a chestprotector.





All Fighters must wear a mouthpiece and groin-cup.

Rules:


1. All fights will follow traditional Knock-Down-Rules of Karate (e.g. Kyokushinkai, Budo Kai, Seidokan, Shidokan….)

2. Clinching and grabbing is permitted for a three second time-limit

3. Clean throws and sweeps are permitted (NO SUPPLEX-THROWS!) No Groundfighting and Grappling!

4. During Thaibox-Rounds in the Men’s Finals (overtime) punching to the head is permitted (NO ELBOWSTRIKES!)

5. The fights can be won by Points, Decision or Knockout

Liability: Organizer and Judges assume no liability for any injuries or damages. All fighters take part on own risk. Every participant has to take care for a sufficient medical insurance. Every paricipant must proof a current medical certificat, which states that the Fighter is healthy and can compete at Karate-Tournaments without any restrictions (not older than 1 year).
